Tires, Batteries & Propane Tanks Recycling

Greene Township will be collecting ONLY tires, batteries, and propane tanks at our
Greene Township Office Complex on:

Saturday, October 14,2023 7:00 am - 12:00 pm

We will accept up to 20 standard car or pickup truck tires. Rims and tires must be
separated. There is a charge of $2.00 per tire.

Landfill Voucher Program

Blue Ridge Landfill - 1660 Orchard Road, Chambersburg, PA 17202

Greene Township has partnered with Blue Ridge Landfill to allow residents to dump at Blue
Ridge Landfill up to six (6) Saturdays throughout the year. You may pick up your FREE cards
at the Greene Township office, Monday through Friday, 8:00 am - 4:00 pm. A valid driver’s
license is required for address verification. Voucher Cards are available to Greene Township
residents only.

A Bulk Item is an item that will not fit in your garbage container or weighs more than 50
pounds. Bulk items must be free of garbage. PLEASE NOTE: Building materials, loose
material, and items that can be broken down to fitin a garbage container are not bulk items
and will not be accepted at the landfill through our Bulk Items Voucher Program. More
details can be found on our website.

White Goods & Metal Recycling

Greene Township Composting Facility - 300 Mickey Inn Rd, Chambersburg, PA 17202

Greene Township has a self-service dumpster available to Township residents for white
goods and metal. White goods (traditionally white in color) includes refrigerators, ranges,
microwaves, water heaters, freezers, unit air conditioners, washing machines, dishwashers,
clothes dryers and other similar domesticappliances.

White goods and metal will not be accepted at the landfill through our Bulk Items Voucher
Program.

The composting facility continues to accept leaves and brush.
